HEA definition of an Essay:

INTEREST TO THE AUTHOR. It may contain statistics, quotations, and personal anecdotes to capture the
attention, hold the interest, and stimulate the thinking of readers.

- Develops interesting approach

- Develops thematic coherence through title, introduction,
details, and conclusion

WORDING
- Employs clear, vivid, and precise language

- Employs language to create imagery, arouse emotions,
and stimulate thought

MECHANICS

- Employs sentences and paragraphs effectively

- Employs correct grammar except for artistic effect
- Employs correct spelling

- Employs appropriate punctuation

- Employs appropriate organization
